ACADEMY CONVERSION

An Academy order has now been passed by the
government converting the school to an

Academy from 1% September 2013.

The school ultimately will become part of a
Multi-Academy Trust i.e. working in partnership
with other Academy schools. Schools’ within

the Trust will share expertise.

The Diocese will become the sponsor of the
school assuming responsibility from the Local
Authority. The school will become independent

of the Local Authority.

The school will also have an independent
educational partner until the Special Measures
improvement work is completed in 2014. This
will be Edison Learning. Edison will support the
school in all aspects of school improvement.
Parents and children will notice few differences
from September. The name of the school and

the uniform will remain the same.

The curriculum will not change. We are
committed to ensuring that standards remain

high.
